The Southern Africa Board will nominate and sponsor three top candidates from the CV’s received to attend the regional
conference in the forthcoming year, usually held beginning March.

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The candidate must be between the ages of 19 and 30.

The candidate is required to become an IPPS member for at least 2 years from the date of nomination.
Each nominated candidate will be required to introduce themselves and their background in plant
propagation/horticulture, through a short presentation at the Regional Conference. This talk should

include a short presentation on a horticultural field of interest. The candidate should end the presentation by sharing
what they personally hope to gain from the international exposure.

Successful candidates will be announced first week of December.

Conference and accommodation costs will be paid by IPPS Southern Africa.

At the Regional AGM, IPPS members will vote to nominate one candidate to go to Australia.

The chosen candidate will be required to present the same talk at the Australian Region conference.

A report back presentation will have to be given at the next Southern Africa conference. Conference attendance

will be at the nominated candidates expense.

IPPS Southern Africa pays the airfare to Australia and the Australian Region pays travel, accommodation and
conference costs for the duration of the stay. The candidate will have to provide for own pocket money and any
other incidentals.
