Two awards, $1000 and $500, 

will be given to first and second place papers, respectively.  This is a great opportunity for 

students to present their research and meet many of the leading growers in the Southeast.  In 

addition, the society awards a travel grant up to $500 for each student presenting an oral 

presentation.  Also, four student papers will be selected for poster presentations at the meeting. 

Poster winners will receive a $500 travel grant to the meeting.
