A. Description: 
The Vivian Munday Young Horticulture Professional Scholarship/Work Program was 
initiated to provide financial assistance to young horticulture professional/students who 
are interested in attending the IPPS-Southern Region annual meeting. A young 
horticulture professional is defined as an individual with less than five years of work 
experience as a professional in the horticultural field. Financial assistance will provide 
a waiver for registration, tours and hotel accommodations for the annual meeting.  
In exchange for the financial support to attend, scholarship recipients will perform 
various hands on work assignments during the annual meeting. Work assignments are 
intended to assist the local site chairperson in making sure that the educational program 
and tours run smoothly. Assignments will be scheduled and delegated so that scholarship 
recipients have the opportunity to still attend the majority of the meeting events.
